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NOTICE OF REVISED APPROACH TO INTERMEDIATE PRESSURE (IP) DOMESTIC CONNECTIONS  
Having conducted a full review of the costs and revenues associated with completing IP domestic connections NGN has decided to remove such work from the application of standard charges.
This change is being undertaken to ensure that such connections going forward are completed in line with the principles set out in the NGN charging methodology where it is clearly stated in section one that:

· NGN aims to recover those costs that it reasonably expects to incur when it provides connection services.

· Charges will reflect the cost of labour, materials and any other expenses required.

In order to reflect this change of approach the NGN charges statement will be amended as follows:

Section 2 Domestic Connection Charges – Eligibility Criteria 

New bullet point added:

· The relevant main does not exceed 2 barg operating pressure

Section 4 Service Alteration standard charges – Eligibility Criteria 

Existing bullet point to be amended to:

· Operating at a pressure of below 2 barg’
The approach as to how such IP connections are charged will take effect from 13 December 2009. From this date non standard IP domestic connection work will be quoted on a bespoke basis. It is envisaged that the impact of this change will be minimal based on the low volumes of this type of work.
